Meeting called to order at 11AM EST via 800-366-7242 code 1212

1. Roll call was taken using existing names on the draft charter dated 28 November 2000.  Attendees noted above.

2. Rock Island Regional - 13-16 Mar 2001.  Ben Redmond/CH2M Hill has volunteered to do a presentation in the UXO track.  Presentation to include components of EMS.  Chiefs Briefing at this regional will draw most Sustaining Member firms involved in Range Sustainment issues.

3. New Jersey Post Meeting - Apr 2001.  Alan Felser will discuss postponing a Range Sustainment Forum until Jul-Sep 2001.  Carl Gentilcore of Conti Environmental is his POC.

4. UXO/Countermine Forum - 9 -12 Apr 2001.  This is considered to be a Priority 1 conference for folks to attend.   Many papers have been submitted for presentation.  The subcommittee discussed continuing efforts to publicizing this conference as well as doing an after conference summary article for The Military Engineer.  Additionally, Alan Felser and LTC Frendak will contact Darlene Edwards about SAME playing a substantial role in the conference.  Alan will also check to see if we can get the registration address and link them to our subcommittee web site.

5. NDIA Environmental Conference – 23 –16 April 2001.  Roland Moreau to check with the NDIA conference planners to see if the accepted abstracts have been grouped into a UXO track.  If yes and open spaces are available, Roland will get information out to the subcommittee by email to get abstracts submitted.
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6. SAME National – May 2001.  Bill Gaunt of IT Group has placed UXO topic under the Technology Training track.  Subcommittee participation should be requested to provide speakers.

7. Range Sustainment Web Site – Jack Ditmars from Argonne National Lab has set up the web site under the EAC Committee.  Items to be posted include the final charter, upcoming conferences, workshop presentations, and links to other UXO sites (including DENIX).

8. Range/UXO Speaker List – Identified Joe Murphy from AEC who is able to present the Range Rule and Range Sustainment policy for SAME Posts and conferences.  Will identify other speakers (NAVFAC, AFCEE, EOD, technologies) and possibly include Sustaining Member firm speakers.

9. Readiness and Range Sustainment.  A discussion of how the two go hand in hand surfaced and how government agencies can access the capabilities of private firm like they have for natural disasters or contingencies for chemical/biological weapons hazards.  More guidance was thought necessary from COL Selstrom.  

10. Rocky Mountain Arsenal Issue.  Currently, there is an ongoing bomblet issue at Rocky Mountain Arsenal and the subcommittee discussed setting up a network for information.  Information of this nature can be posted to the EAC web site. 

11. USACE Huntsville UXO Center Participation.   The subcommittee discussed two options to better involve the experts at Huntsville.  First, designate a subcommittee member to call the Post President and inform him/her of our charter and intent.  Second, involve COL Selstrom.  Several names of potential members were addressed.  Also, add Les Clark from Blackhawk Geomatrix to subcommittee.

12. Long Range Conferences and Forums.  JUXOCO hosted a recent            government only conference at Fort Belvoir.  The subcommittee stated that an article providing a summary of the conference placed in The Military Engineer would be good information to post on the EAC web site.  Subcommittee participation and attendance at the annual SERDP Conference usually held in November remains another great opportunity.

13. Next Meeting – January 10th, 2001 at 11:00 AM EST.  Draft charter will be sent out for review with the meeting notes and the charter will be finalized for the EAC meeting scheduled for 18 January 2001.  Action items will be assigned from the charter.
