Meeting called to order at 11am, Marriott Wardman Hotel, Washington, DC. (Thanks to Marita again for setting up meeting room and taking the notes below).
1) Roll call and Introduction from Colonel Selstrom: The Colonel briefly recapped the October meeting, emphasizing that the September and October meetings were intended to get all six subcommittees established with their missions, objectives, and membership lists together. That is nearly complete and the Colonel will be presenting this to the Executive Committee on December 11.
2) Next year’s monthly meetings. Col. Selstrom recommended that next year each subcommittee prepare a special topic/speaker for one of the meetings. We developed an initial schedule, which is open for comment, but which we should finalize by our next December 13th telecon. 3) Articles Submitted to TME: Col. Selstrom discussed the Jan/Fed issue of TME, which will have an environmental focus and include several articles submitted by the EAC committee. The issue will lead off with an article by Mr. Woodley, followed by at least one article from each subcommittee. A few articles had to be deferred because there wasn’t enough space. Col. Selstrom talked about next year and suggested that each subcommittee prepare two articles to be submitted by Otober to The Military Engineer editor..  
4) CI Subcommittee, Jan Larkin, Chair (not present): Col. Selstrom and Jim Hensley reported on the CI subcommittee, which met the day before. The CI subcommittee has finalized its mission and objectives. Their initial project is developing a CI web site (led by Charlotte O’Neil) that will include the following:
· Requirements

· Resources

· Documentation

· Special topics – speakers, training, etc.

There was some discussion on including “best practices” on the site. It was suggested that we call them “successful practices” and include related web links. Col. Selstrom emphasized his desire to encourage the military and sustaining members to share their knowledge and use the web to collect information.

The CI subcommittee also talked about developing a poster/map of useful and related environmental web sites.

5) Stand Alone Forum: The Stand Alone Forum will have an EMS focus and take place in Washington, DC/Northern Virginia in March or April.
6) Regional Conference Support:  The EAC has been asked to support the Mid-Atlantic Regional Conference in March 2002.  The UXO Subcommittee will contact the Conference program chair and finalize the agenda.
