Morning meeting started at 11:30am.   Due to the Pentagon Memorial, which Colonel Selstrom attended, Cathy chaired the morning session and Colonel Selstrom joined later for the teleconference which was called to order at 1pm, SAME Hdqtrs was the meeting location.

Morning Agenda Items:

1) Roll call and Introduction from Cathy Knudsen: The intent of the morning working session was to have sub-committees review and update their focus and goals for FY2002.  
2) Community Involvement Subcommittee, Jan Larkin, sub-committee chair reviewed their mission statement, goal and objectives for 2002.  This was the first meeting of the new EAC sub-committee and they welcomed the input provided by attendees at the session.  Later, final rewrites and suggestions were made via email communications. The final version has been submitted to Colonel Selstrom for approval.

3) Environmental Information Management, Jack Ditmar, sub-committee chair reviewed the mission statement, goals and objectives that his group had adopted at an earlier conference-call session.  Jack reviewed the agenda of scheduled proposed monthly meetings and membership roster.  The Committee’s initial intent was to get down the basics of what information management includes and then invite further input from industry and government members.  The plan was submitted to Colonel Selstrom for final adoption.

4) Discussion of November Stand alone and draft of recommendation to Colonel Selstrom.  It was agreed that with the Holidays and possible change in industry focus that the November Stand-alone would be tabled until calendar year 2002 with further review and decision on agenda and topic to be made at a later session.

Last item on the morning working session was review and edits to the EAC Brochure.  Changes and updates to sub-committee goals were incorporated into the document.  It was also agreed that available past and present speakers are listed from each sub-committee as an added permanent feature.

b. Accept and approve the Range Sustainment Sub-committee Goals and the new appointment of Marita Fernald as Chair as presented at the September Meeting.

c. It was agreed to adopt the committee members suggested postponement of a Stand-Alone Forum to 2002.

d. SAME Articles due November 1 for The Military Engineer within the format of the Writer’s Guide.  Ret. Colonel Gordon Bratz reviewed with Cathy at SAME Hdqtrs in the morning what articles had been submitted and which authors still owed manuscripts to meet the November deadline.  *I am happy to report that everyone came through and we actually had to defer some articles for publication at a later date.  Congratulations and thanks to all whom submitted.

3. New business:  Colonel Selstrom

a. Data Quality Sub-Committee – Cathy Knudsen sub-committee chaired reported on 2002 Mission and Goals for approval.  The committee meets every first Wednesday of the month and has held two conference calls in 2001 with one more scheduled.  Membership includes a representative from each Branch of the Service, EPA and recognized industry leaders.
b. Environmental Management Systems – Ginny King sub-committee chair joined and recapped recent discussion on their focus for 2002.  The EMS Committee would also like to host the Stand Alone Forum in 2002.  
c. BRAC Sub-Committee – Colonel Coke announced his retirement from AFCEE and pending retirement as sub-committee chair.  The Colonel also submitted changes that his committee had made for 2002.
d. Colonel Selstrom reported he would be speaking at the upcoming Charleston Regional on October 29.
