Agenda Items:

Meeting called to order at 2PM EST SAME Hdqtrs with 800 hook-up.

1) Roll call was taken;  problem with #800 number limited attendence.

2) Chiefs Briefing March 13-16, Rock Island – Ginny King interfacing with Teresa/USACE rep, gave update on subsequent email memo.  Everything is set with 3 speakers on EMS 1 speaker on UXO, names, bios have been submitted for the publication announcing the agenda.  

3) Sub-Committee Reports – EMS Ginny King; EMS subcommittee now has two co-chairs: Lt. Jeff Benjamin and Bill Barnes.  They will assist Ginny with chairing the subcommittee as well as chairing some of the conference calls, distributing minutes, etc.  EMS also has scheduled conference calls through April 2001.  They have submitted 3 articles thus far on EMS for publication in the Military Engineer, and have identified authors for articles for publication in the April and May editions.  Phil Wood, Ensafe, will be providing the article for April and  Bill Barnes has an individual that is authoring the article for publication in May.  Brian Lesinski, Lt. Jeff Benjamin and Lisa Zuchelli has provided articles to date.  The subcommittee is also currently attempting to identify professional organizations that embrace the same commitments to environmental excellence as well as attempt to function as an information service to the public.

4) UXO/Range Sustainment- NJ Post has requested support for an April Regional Conference.  Colonel Frendak has asked Carl Gentilcore to coordinate with the SAME Post.  Carl will report back.  Colonel Frendak and Alan Felser have also been asked to Chair a Panel at The UXO Forum April 9th-12th in New Orleans on the Range Rule and a risk mangement session.  The committee plans on doing a follow up article to this conference for the Military Engineer. NDIA conference April 23-26 in Austin.  There is also a Tri-Service conference being held in San Diego in June . MG Van Antwerp has committed to speak for the committee at the April Forum in some capacity.  

BRAC Subcommittee– Draft Charter has been adopted.  Fred Brown is co-chair and we will be looking for one more volunteer and additional membership to the subcommittee.  An article is being written by Major Kuhn, AFCEE for the Military Engineer.  Fred Brown has identified some speakers and professional associations for posting on the website.  The Colonel would like the sub-committee to take on the task of identifying alternative approaches to Privitization such as Fixed Priced Contracting and Guaranteed Insurance.

UXO Forum participation – Colonel Frendak is taking the lead in speaking with JUXOCO office and found out that there is still time to submit an abstract for paper presentation even though it is past the deadline.  Contact Craig Scott 709-704-2784 if you are interested.  The JUXOCO offices were interested in SAME co-sponsoring.  

5) SAME National Update from Bill Gaunnt –Bill to get back to us next month.

6) Mission Statement for 2001, Workplan for 2001 and brochure handout. Colonel Selstrom and Cathy will work on draft Mission Statement and then send out for committee review.  Jeff Wagonhurst, Cathy, Gary Russ to work on draft brochure to be reviewed by sub-committee chairs for publication target March.

7) Professional Association Participation; Colonel Selstrom suggested that the other committee chairs follow Ginny Kings example and submit Professional Associations and speakers related to their specific topic targets.

8) International Committee Feedback – Ron Torgersen.  Cathy read an email provided by Ron Torgersen on the International Committee’s last meeting.  Things are progressing forward and a website is being set up to allow firms access to information on international opportunties.

9) Tom Nichols and Christian Alexander from Foster Wheeler suggested that due to the many spring and summer conference that the West Coast stand alone forum be scrapped and we do a UXO session at the conference in Anchorage in Seattle.

10) Speakers Roster – Marilyn and Cathy to come up with a data base format for speakers.  Also Marilyn to look into SAME guideline for speakers to be distributed.

11) Open Discussion – Colonel Selstrom stated that a 2 day session in June on MMR successes co-organized with SAME Boston Post will take place in June.  Jan Larken organizing.  David Keller from Foster Wheeler was welcomed as a new member.

Cathy asked that a spotlight session be added to the monthly meeting with guest speakers to create interest and increase attendance.  A recommendation  was made to ask Ron Torgersen to give an update on “Insurance”.

Jack Ditmars and Cathy that two additional topics be added as sub-committees for 2001-2002.  One on GIS Key the other on Data Quality.  Colonel Selstrom asked that Jack and Cathy submit a proposal on why and submit at meeting in February.

Lynn Kucharski asked for an article for the May-June issue on an overview piece for  the Military Engineer  March 8 deadline for submission.  Also suggested we think about an article for the Fall Environmental Issue.  Colonel to speak with Gordy about this.
