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Agenda Items:

Meeting called to order at 2PM EST SAME Conference call hook-up only.

1) Roll call was taken; heads up the #800 may change do to new conference call provider at SAME.  Verify the number per monthly reminder email.   

2) Chiefs Briefing March 13-16, Rock Island – Ginny King, We have a volunteer for the UXO track, Ben Redmond of CH2M Hill, Phil Wood Ensafe to do EMS, volunteer of Dale Sands, Earth Tech for EMS and Alan Felser would like to have a speaker considered, SAIC.  EMS will be the overriding theme and then how it is instituted in the context of Range sustainment and possibly BRAC. Colonel Selstrom would also like to introduce the subject of GIS.  A conference call will take place between the individuals mentioned to work out further details and be reviewed and next meeting. 

3) Sub-Committee Reports – EMS Ginny King; EMS Finalized their charter which will be posted on the EAC web.  The committee has submitted two articles to Colonel Selstrom for inclusion into the SAME newsletter.  Two more volunteers will be submitting their papers and Ginny is looking for one more to bring the committee’s commitment of one a month current to the first quarter. There is also a Tri-Service conference being held in San Diego in June and an upcoming tri-service meeting on UXO December 19th, which Colonel Frendak will report back on.  MG Van Antwerp has committed to speak for the committee at the April Forum in some capacity.  

BRAC – Next sub-committee call will be Monday the 11th at 4pm eastern, 1-800-882-3610 passcode is 4099#.  Fred Brown has volunteered to co-chair the committee.  Colonel Coke sat in several sessions at the Stakeholder meetings pertaining to Privitization/BRAC and contacted Colonel Stephen Shambach Chief, Army Base Realignment and Closure for committee participation and a request for an article for the newsletter.  He has referred them to the SAME website for article guidance.  Also Major Kuhn of the ERC AFCEE Groups has already submitted something for the Colonels review on PBMS.  The Colonel also explained that for future speaker topics the Firm fixed price contracts might be a topic for future business opportunities.

There is some opportunity in this track for participation.  Track 3 will be Business Development and 4 Market Outlook, which will focus on Design build, CEO Roundtable and International Markets.  There may be a possibility for Privitization Panel attached to the BD Track for new contracting alternatives.  Bill to get back to us next month and Chairs to discuss with Colonel Selstrom in more depth in the mean time on providing speakers
