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Agenda Items:

Meeting called to order at 2PM EST SAME Conference call hook-up was only.

1) Roll call was taken and Cathy announced that the Committee has been assigned the permanent call in conferencing number of  1-800-526-7144 pin is #3800.SAME 

2) October Regional Participation – Many thanks to our speakers who represented the Committee at the following Regional Meetings: The St Louis District Regional, Nick Schmitt from Law Engineering; Nelline Schueller, Ch2M Hill; Dick Wright AEPI; Thomas Sydelko, Argonne Natl Labs; Sherry Gibson, SAIC; Lou Dell’Orco, USACE St Louis.  The Huntsville Regional: Colonel John Selstrom.  By their participation these local Regional Meetings drew an increased number of attendees and also provided an opportunity for interface between industry and military personnel.

3) Chiefs Briefing March, Rock Island – Ginny King, Cathy Knudsen and Lynn Pruitt met at the Denver Regional conference to discuss the speaker tracks.  EMS and Range Sustainment will be the topics.  We have a volunteer for the UXO track, Brian Redmond of CH2M Hill already.  EMS and Range Sustainment sub-committees will work with Ginny and Cathy over the next few months to line up required number of speakers.

4) Stakeholder Forum – Colonel Selstrom reviewed the importance of industry participation and reminded all that copies of the Agenda and Registration can be found on the denix website under: Environmental Cleanup Stakeholders Forum, November 14-16 at the Adams Mark Hotel in St Louis, MO.   Registrations should be in to Donna Blanger at Booz-Allen no later than November 1.  A copy of this registration is also available on the EAC website.  Ms. Sherry Goodman believes that the DOD Cleanup efforts have reached a plateau and would like to hear industry perspective on the next chapter of the cleanup process.  The future will involve more usage of the Internet, GIS Key, Standardization of Laboratory Requirements.  Hugh Smith from Tetra Tech stated that the within Range management all services will be directing efforts with the use of GIS Key and he questioned which GIS System is being looked and what will happen to Industry developed Proprietary Systems that are now being promoted at various facilities.  It appears that the Army is favoring the Lockheed Martin RIFMS System.  Colonel Selstrom stated that there must be a band of acceptability, inner-operability and activities to identify the issue of what is acceptable and what is not all at best value pricing.

5) National SAME Participation Nashville 2001 Update Bill Gaunt – Bill joined a bit late and missed the comments of the committee members but it appears that the National Meeting does not have clearly defined Environmental Tracks.  Colonel Selstrom to address this with Bill off line.

6) The IDA Report (Institute for Defense Analyses) – Colonel Selstrom gave some comments regarding the report and its 8 recommendations. A. Industry Approach to Improving Cleanup Performance B. Cost Savings and Improved Performance from DOD Initiatives C. Marketing/Value Creation Strategies for BRAC Properties D. Use of Developers/Financial Institutions for Property Transfer E. Environmental Liability and Insurance F. Community Involvement and Public Participation in Cleanup G. Legal, Administrative, Internal Government Management Issues and Barriers to Privatizing Cleanup. H. BRAC Metrics Installation Property Transfer Status.   Some at OSD thought the report went to far and were concerned about some criticism of OSD.   Other agencies felt the report did not go far enough.  Bottom line the report will be extremely important in the coming political administration transition.

7) Review of EAC Sub-Committee Activities:  

· EMS- Ginny stated that the committee had a successful teleconference, which discussed their charter.  She also was pleased at the number of recent volunteers and the committee’s commitment to support the SAME newsletter with articles each month.  Her committee will also be involved in identifying speakers for the March conference.  Ginny will be getting the final copy of the EMS Charter out to her committee members.

· Range Sustainment – Alan Felser stood in for Colonel Frendak.  The committee is in the process of setting up and on-site meeting at Aberdeen with call in capability.  They will also be contacting Bill Gauntt on the National Meeting participation and also will be participating in the March Regional.  Colonel Selstrom stated he would like to participate in that Aberdeen meeting.

· BRAC/Privatization – no one was on the call to represent this committee.

8)  Misc. 

· Tom Nichols will be part of the 2001 Pacific/NW Regional Conference to be held in Anchorage next September 11-14.  Tom would like the Colonel and Cathy to call Lt. Colonel Chris Turletes and Claude Vining to offer up our services.  Given the number of FUD sites; current issues on appropriations and Native American concerns we will have a lot of areas we can contribute.  Tom will send their email and phone number information to us.

· Alan Felser reported that he had received a flier and planned a visit the National Building Museum regarding Colonel Selstrom commitment for us to participate in their spring 2002 Earth Day event with a co-operative display.  The theme is “Good Things in the Military”.  Alan and the Colonel to meet on this separately

· Colonel Selstrom gave recap of National Board Meeting in Denver.  Decision to have the National Board Meeting in 2002 at the Fort Walton Beach Regional.  General Robins thanked all the committee chairs and game special mention to the EAC in recognition of our on going contributions.
